 English: Our guided reading main texts this term will be  Beasts of Olympus - Beast   
Keeper by Lucy Coats.
In literacy we will be focussing on Story Writing from a film unit. Persuasive writing 

and Poetry. 

Maths: This term we will be focussing on multiplication and division, year 4s are 

doing the same but will also be covering areas. Further information and the scheme of learning 

is available on the White rose website, if using this please select the correct year for your child.  

Science: This term we will be learning about Rocks. The children will learn how to compare and 

group together different kinds of rocks on the basis of their appearance and simple physical 

properties. They learn how to describe in simple terms how fossils are formed when things that 

have lived are trapped within rock and finally they learn how to recognise that soils are made 

from rocks and organic matter. 



Topic: We will be learning about the Ancient Greeks. Our key question for Topic is: How did the 

Ancient Greeks shape how we play? We will be also comparing the Ancient Greeks to the 

Ancient Egyptians. 

R.E: We will be focusing on Incarnation - What is the Holy Trinity?  

This term during music we will be learning our songs for our christmas choir.  

P.E: We will be doing football, focusing on teamwork and communication.
